The 2nd Annual Tilapia Community Harvest at Sunset Ranch
successfully brought together community members to catch
180 pounds of locally farmed tilapia. This event focused on
sustainable food practices and aimed to connect residents
with their local resources. 

Each year, large adult tilapia are caught from the aquaponics
pond, while smaller tilapia are left to continue growing and
reproducing in the pond. This sustainable approach ensures a
healthy population of fish for future harvests, allowing the
community to benefit from this resource year after year.

After the harvest, the tilapia was distributed throughout the
North Shore and Windward communities to assist low-income
and houseless residents facing food insecurity. This initiative
underscores the importance of local efforts to support those in
need, demonstrating how community engagement can
contribute to addressing food access challenges.
